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The 2024 United States Bowling Congress Open 
Championships featured memorable moments from start 
to finish as 11,012 teams and more than 55,000 bowlers 

traveled to Las Vegas and the South Point Bowling Plaza.
When the final ball was rolled July 29, 32 bowlers were able to 

revel in victory, whether the wait lasted several months or just a 
couple hours.

Four of those 32 competitors – Derek Magno (Regular All-Events) 
and teammates Joe Bailey, Dan Higgins Jr. and Chad Roberts (Team 
All-Events) – had to make additional space on their mantles to add 
another Eagle to their collection, while the other top finishers were 
able to experience the thrill of championship glory at the tournament 
for the first time.

HIGGY’S RETURNS TO WINNER’S 
CIRCLE IN TEAM ALL-EVENTS

The crew that makes up Higgy’s Aquarium is considered a 
contender each year at the Open Championships, and the team 
shined once again to claim the title in Team All-Events in 2024.

The 2024 squad – featuring Chad Roberts, Vincent Bellar, Tim 
Pfeifer, Joe Bailey and Dan Higgins Jr. – took the lead by nearly 140 
pins after posting a combined total of 10,226, and they held onto the 
top spot by more than 100 pins when the 120th edition of the Open 
Championships came to a close in late July.

All five members contributed at least 2,000 to the winning effort, 
with Bellar pacing Higgy’s in 2024 with 2,111. Bailey had 2,056, 
Pfeifer rolled to 2,051, Higgins finished with 2,008 and Roberts 
recorded 2,000.

Bellar kicked off their team performance with 300, which doubled 
as the 1,000th perfect game in tournament history. The team 
finished tied for eighth in Regular Team in 2024 with 3,282.

They added 3,449 in doubles and 3,495 in singles to average 
more than 227 as a team across 45 games and two oil patterns at 
the Bowling Plaza.

As mentioned above, the victory now gives Bailey, Higgins and 
Roberts three Eagles each at the Open Championships. The trio 
helped Higgy’s Aquarium to the Team All-Events win in 2016 and 
Regular Team title in 2019 (also at South Point). After close calls in 
the past, both Bellar and Pfiefer recorded their first wins at the Open 
Championships.

DOWN TO THE WIRE FOR HOLLINGSWORTH 
IN REGULAR SINGLES

Let’s face facts – it’s exciting to beat the buzzer. The equivalent 
at the Open Championships is taking the lead on the final day of 
competition – which is exactly what Jason Hollingsworth achieved 

during his performance on the second-to-last squad of the 2024 
event to win Regular Singles.

After posting 277 in his final game of doubles for a 673 series, 
Hollingsworth started his singles set with games of 289 and 257. He 
started Game 3 with seven strikes before a single-pin spare in the 
eighth set the stage for the dramatic finish.

Hollingsworth, of Oregon City, Oregon, needed strikes on his next 
three deliveries for the chance to go around the 815 posted by Brad 
Miller of Lee’s Summit, Missouri. He rolled the necessary strikes and 
added one more on his fill ball (needing one pin to take the lead) to 
finish with 279 for an 825 series. 

The right-hander averaged more than 275 during his final four 
games at the Bowling Plaza, and the moment was made even sweeter 
for Hollingsworth by sharing it with his teammates, including USBC and 
Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Dave Husted.

MAGNO IS MAGNIFICENT ON WAY 
TO REGULAR ALL-EVENTS WIN

Derek Magno’s resume at the Open Championships already spoke 
for itself before he laced up his shoes for his appearance in 2024.

The right-hander claimed victory with his Mento Produce 
teammates in Team All-Events at the 2019 event, and he has 
produced a pair of 300 games on the championship lanes (2019 
and 2022). In 2022, the group broke the Team All-Events record with 
a 10,444 total to best a score that had stood since 1996, ultimately 
finishing in third place.

He added onto his legacy with another big performance at South 
Point in 2024, rolling sets of 779 in singles, 761 in doubles and 715 
in team for a 2,255 total to win Regular All-Events.

Magno, of Cicero, New York, averaged more than 250 across his 
nine games at the Bowling Plaza and more than 256 in minors. After 
starting his team event with 192, Magno’s next-lowest game was 
233, and he had five games of 255 or more to also finish the year in 
the top 20 in Regular Team (14th), Regular Singles (15th) and Team 
All-Events (16th).

EVANS AND FISHER CLAIM THE TOP 
SPOT IN REGULAR DOUBLES

A fast start and big finish helped Shawn Evans of Titusville, Florida, 
and Nicholas Fisher of Palm Bay, Florida, earn the victory in Regular 
Doubles at the 2024 Open Championships with an impressive 1,531 
total – the sixth highest combined score in tournament history.

Evans fired 299 in Game 1, while Fisher added 260 for a 559 
start. The pair added 458 in Game 2 (259 for Evans and 199 for 
Fisher) and finished with 514 (268 for Fisher and 246 for Evans) to 
get to the top spot.
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Evans finished the set with an 804 series, and Fisher, making his 
tournament debut, posted 727.

Both Evans and Fisher struck on their first delivery in the final 
frame, which helped secure the lead in early April and hold off a late 
charge in July by Derek Graves of Spring Grove, Virginia, and Adam 
Jozwiak of Akron, New York, who finished second with 1,528.

The pairing in 2024 marked the first time Evans and Fisher had 
bowled doubles together, and both were substitutes in their group at 
the Open Championships.
 
CLOSE COMPETITION IN REGULAR TEAM

The challenging team pattern in 2024 provided plenty of 
excitement coming down the stretch at South Point. 

While 3,373 ended as the winning tally for Before the 1st Frame 
#4 of Huntersville, N.C., four other teams finished within 32 pins 
of the number. The last time the top five in Regular Team was that 
tight was at the 2017 Open Championships (first trip to the Bowling 
Plaza) when 27 pins separated first from fifth. 

SECURING VICTORIES IN THE STANDARD DIVISION
Matt Garcia of Long Beach, California, authored the first all-events 

score north of 2,000 in the young history of the Standard Division 
to earn the title at the 2024 Open Championships, finishing with a 
2,003 total at South Point.

After posting 542 in team, Garcia got lined up in minors to fire sets 
of 743 in singles and 718 in doubles. The big day also helped him 
finished second in Standard Singles and Standard Doubles (with his 
brother, Darren Garcia – 1,292).

The top score in Standard Singles belonged to Michael Humphrys 
of Milwaukie, Oregon, with 745. Humphrys found his rhythm in 
singles after struggling in doubles, improving by 363 pins with games 
of 244, 255 and 246 on the way to victory.

A father-and-son pairing – Gary and Shane Goldermann – earned 
the top spot in Standard Doubles with a final score of 1,319. They also 
were the only tandem to eclipse 1,300 in Standard Doubles in 2024.

Shane, of Ault, Colorado, rolled games of 214, 215 and 246 for a 
675 series in the effort. Gary, of Keenesburg, Colorado, added scores 
of 175, 234 and 235 for 644.

In Standard Team, the members of Team Bel Aire Drive of 
Mequon, Wisconsin, held the lead for more than three months to 
claim the victory with a 2,848 total. After starting their set with games 
of 896 and 886, the group finished strong with 1,066.

David Wentlandt led the charge for Team Bel Aire Drive with a 644 
series and was joined at South Point by Samuel Weber (636), Steven 
Weber (624), Randy Weber (569) and Bryce Wentlandt (375).

CHAMPIONSHIP PERFORMANCES 
IN THE CLASSIFIED DIVISION

The waiting game was in effect for three of the four champions 
in the Classified Division at the 2024 Open Championships – the 
winners in Classified Doubles, Team and Singles all bowled in the first 
90 days of the 158-day event.

The longest wait in 2024 belonged to Punsal Grish of Aurora, 
Colorado, and James Bayarsaikhan of Centennial, Colorado. The pair 
took the lead in Classified Doubles with 1,149 on March 31 and 
retained the top spot for nearly four months.

Grish had games of 214, 184 and 206 in the performance for a 
604 series, and Bayarsaikhan improved each game, rolling scores of 
166, 180 and 199 for 545.

A week later, the members of Hansen Hardscapes of Alexandria, 
Minnesota, put together the top score in Classified Team with a 
2,607 total. The group had games of 957, 812 and 838 to record 
the win by 89 pins.

Eric Ohlrogge had 605 to lead Hansen Hardscapes and was joined 
by Jessica Cook (537), Christopher Cook (527), Ashley Ohlrogge 
(502) and Lauren Johnson (436).

Jason Sarno of Erie, Colorado, had more than two months at the 
top of the leaderboard in Classified Singles, earning the victory with a 
633 series.

Sarno had steady games at the Bowling Plaza, posting scores of 
206, 211 and 216.

The top score in Classified All-Events was posted in early July, as 
Aider Xiong of Maplewood, Minnesota, recorded the win with a 1,729 
total in Las Vegas.

Xiong had 623 in doubles, 592 in team and 514 in singles during 
his tournament debut.

MAJOR MILESTONES IN LAS VEGAS
The 2024 Open Championships honored several incredible 

competitors for their longevity and skill at South Point, highlighted 
by USBC and PBA Hall of Famer Glenn Allison of Corona, California, 
breaking the tournament’s participation record with his 72nd appearance. 

Two bowlers – Frankie May Jr. of Sinking Spring, Pennsylvania, and 
John Kerpan of Waukegan, Illinois – joined the 100,000-Pin Club in 
2024, bringing the exclusive group to 31 members.

May earned his crystal pin during his 57th appearance at the Open 
Championships and now sits at 101,018 pins for a career average 
of 196.9. Kerpan celebrated a pair of milestones in 2024, as he also 
made his 60th tournament appearance. Kerpan now has a career 
pinfall of 100,284 for a lifetime average of 186.7.

Along with Kerpan, three additional bowlers celebrated 60 years 
on the tournament lanes in 2024 – Robert Brissette of Petersburg, 
Michigan; Dale Diamond of Chatham, Illinois; and 1971 Team All-
Events champion Wayne Hutchinson of Franklin Park, Illinois.

A total of 36 bowlers have made 60 or more appearances at 
the Open Championships. The 2024 event also had 23 bowlers 
celebrate 50 years of participation, bringing the all-time total to 355.

BIG-TIME PERFORMANCES
Along with the winning scores and major milestones, competitors 

posted big numbers across the board during the 2024 Open 
Championships.

A total of 10 bowlers achieved an 800 series at the Bowling Plaza, 
with five taking place in singles, four in doubles and one in team (Joe 
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Meier of Kenosha, Wisconsin, rolled the lone 800 in team, finishing 
with 801).

The top series for the year belonged to Brandon Bonta of Wichita, 
Kansas, with 837 in doubles (279-259-299). Bonta, a collegiate 
standout at Wichita State and past member of Team USA and Junior 
Team USA, joined his father – Kelly Bonta – on the honor score list 
at the Open Championships. Kelly is one of 43 competitors at the 
tournament with multiple 300s.

Speaking of 300s, 36 bowlers reached perfection during their time 
at the 2024 Open Championships.

While every 300 has its own story to tell, Tina Williams’ perfect 
game in doubles served as a first at the tournament and allowed 
her to share the spotlight with her husband – two-time PBA Tour 
champion Stu Williams.

Tina created a new entry in the record book for both the Open 
Championships and USBC Women’s Championships, becoming the 
first competitor to roll a 300 game at each event. She posted her 
300 at the Women’s Championships during the 2021 event.

She also joined Stu with a perfect performance at the 2024 event. 
He rolled his 300 during singles on the way to an 805 series and 
finished the tournament as the runner-up in Regular All-Events, fourth 
in Regular Singles and fifth in Regular Doubles (with David Bartlett).

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There was no shortage of strikes at the 2024 USBC Women’s 
Championships in Reno, Nevada, as a new benchmark in the 
team event was set and a record-setting number of perfect 

games were rolled at the National Bowling Stadium. Learn more 
about some of the excitement from the 104th edition of the event!

CAL-NEVA GIRLS POST RECORD IN DIAMOND TEAM
The members of Cal-Neva Girls of Tracy, California, put together 

the top four-player performance in tournament history to record the 
victory in Diamond Team at the NBS, rolling games of 984, 898 and 
964 for a 2,846 total – a team average of more than 237 for Karen 
Reid, Brittany Tierney, Brittany Hillman and Andrea Castillo.

The excitement came down to the final frame in Reno, as Hillman 
put the finishing touches on an 803 series (276-258-269) to give 
Castillo the chance to take the lead from the anchor spot. Needing 
a double and seven pins to take over the top spot and then-record 
score of 2,842 from Ballard vs. the Big C of Long Beach, New York, 
Castillo rolled three strikes to seal the deal.

The Women’s Championships adjusted its team format to four players 
in 2014, and the previous record belonged to the members of Bowlieve 
In A Cure of Arlington, Texas, with 2,819 during the 2014 event.

Hillman was followed by Reid with 733, while Castillo and Tierney 
added 701 and 609, respectively.

The victory also marked the second title at the Women’s 
Championships for Hillman, who helped Coefficient of Friction of Palo 
Alto, California, win the Scratch Team title in Reno during the 2012 event.

CZUPRYNSKI AND THOMPSON ARE TOP DOUBLES PAIR
Erin Czuprynski of New Lenox, Illinois, and Amber Thompson of 

Danville, Indiana, had the longest wait of any champion in 2024, but 
their 1,474 score remained at the top of the standings in Diamond 
Doubles to record the win in Reno.

The pair hit the lanes for doubles at the NBS on April 30 and held 
the top spot for two months (June 30). Czuprynski led the way with 
games of 225, 257 and 288 for a 770 series, while Thompson 
added 268, 191 and 245 for 704.

Their 1,474 total sits in sixth place on the tournament’s all-time list.

HONOR SCORES AT THE TAJ MAHAL OF TENPINS
A total of 11 bowlers rolled 300 games at the 2024 Women’s 

Championships. The previous record was posted at the 2023 event 
in Las Vegas with seven. 

Hillman was one of two bowlers to connect for an 800 series in 
2024, and both performances led to titles in Reno.

Sarah Klassen of Wichita, Kansas, also rolled an 803 series, which 
helped her claim the win in Diamond Singles.

Klassen – a 2021 Intercollegiate Team Championships winner at 
Wichita State University and bronze medalist in singles for Canada at 
the 2021 International Bowling Federation World Championships – 
started her set with games of 245 and 268. The right-hander closed 
with the final 11 strikes for 290 to secure the honor score and victory.

TWICE IS NICE FOR FLORIDA BOWLERS
Melinda Walters of Sunrise, Florida, and Mary DeStasio of Coconut 

Creek, Florida, teamed up for two wins at the 2024 Women’s 
Championships.

The excitement for the pair started in the team event, where they 
helped Diamond Dolls of Pompano Beach, Florida, record the win in 
Ruby Team with a 2,519 total.

The team rolled games of 882, 843 and 794 on the way to 
victory, and Walters (596 series) and DeStasio (696) were joined by 
Gloria DeMars (747) and Shaena Clement (480).

The following day, Walters and DeStasio were steady in their 
performance during doubles to take home the top spot in the Ruby 
Division with a 1,328 total. DeStasio had games of 225, 225 and 216 
for a 666 series, and Walters contributed 244, 204 and 214 for 662.

DeStasio also finished in second place for Ruby All-Events with 
1,970. Bianca Anderson of Stone Mountain, Georgia, edged DeStasio 
for the title after posting sets of 689 in singles, 644 in team and 643 
in doubles for a 1,976 total.

Anderson nearly took home a second title, too. She finished tied 
for second in Ruby Singles, two pins behind the winning score posted 
by Susan Musgrave of Edmond, Oklahoma. Musgrave earned the 
victory with games of 248, 253 and 190 for 691.

SHORT WAITS IN EMERALD DIVISION
Three of the winning scores in the Emerald Division were rolled 

during the final week of competition in Reno.
Lana Vigil of Dulce, New Mexico, took the lead in Emerald Singles 

with six days left in the 2024 event, recording the win with games 
of 192, 220 and 244 for a 656 series. With four days to go, the 
members of Pick Up Artists of Powell, Ohio, powered their way to the 
top of the leaderboard in Emerald Team with 2,214.

The team improved with each game, rolling scores of 694, 720 
and 800. Kathryn Maliwesky led the way in victory with a 610 series 
and was joined by Annette Ludwig (592), Maureen Malinowski 
(546) and Cheyenne Ludwig (466).

Cameryn Landers of Calumet Park, Illinois, and Chicago’s Marisol 
Garcia had just two days to wait and see if their 1,196 total was 
enough to take home the title in Emerald Doubles. Landers had a 
621 series, and Garcia added 575 to the winning effort.

Genevieve Randal of Klamath Falls, Oregon, had the longest run at

the top of the standings in the Emerald Division in 2024. She held the 
lead in Emerald All-Events for 50 days to claim the title, posting sets of 
617 in singles, 585 in doubles and 567 in team for a 1,769 total.

TOP SCORES IN SAPPHIRE DIVISION
A pair of teams shared the top spot in the Sapphire Division as the 

members of Prairie Pals II of Bennett, Colorado, and Team Purpureus 
of Campbell, California, each finished with 1,891 totals.

Prairie Pals II featured Cheryl Campbell, Sophie Fernandez, Robin 
Russell and Stephanie Wilson. Team Purpureus included Paulette 
Petro, Jennifer Young, Kathy Nguyen and Cheryl Rule.

The title in Sapphire Doubles went to the pair of Corina Edwards 
and Melodie Lowke of Robstown, Texas, with a 1,064 score. Edwards 
led the way with 555, and Lowke added 509.

Games of 232, 202 and 170 for a 604 series helped Milwaukee’s 
Jennifer Kosoris record the victory in Sapphire Singles. She also 
finished tied for second in Sapphire All-Events with 1,570.

Kay Lynn Doney of Bozeman, Montana, won Sapphire All-Events in 
2024, posting a 1,599 total. Doney had sets of 560 in singles, 543 
in doubles and 496 in team at the NBS.

CELEBRATING LONGEVITY
We love to celebrate participation milestones at the Women’s 

Championships, and three bowlers reached major milestones in 2024. 
Jacquelyn Nelson of Siler City, North Carolina, became just the 

sixth bowler to reach 60 years of participation at the tournament with 
her appearance in 2024, while Sandra Jones of Burleson, Texas, and 
Rilla Yeater of Akron, Ohio, joined the 50-Year Club at the National 
Bowling Stadium.

Onalee Kraus of Coldwater, Michigan, also moved closer to the top 
spot on the participation list after making her 62nd appearance. She’s 
one of two bowlers in tournament history to reach 62 years on the 
lanes (Mini Tvaska of St. Petersburg, Florida, made 67 appearances).

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Dombrowski’s third shot went left and left a 3-10 split, which he was 
unable to convert.

Booker attempted to take advantage of the opening by continuing 
to throw great shots; nevertheless, he was unable to pull away early, 
leaving a 10-pin in the third frame and a 4-pin in the fifth, which 
allowed Dombrowski to stay in the match.

That is until another shot went high for Dombrowski in the fifth, 
leaving the 4-6-7-10 split and giving him another open frame. 

Booker capitalized this time, throwing three-straight strikes in frames 
six through eight, including tripping the 4-9 split out and getting a 
slow-rolling messenger, to build a lead.

A late double by Dombrowski added some pressure, but a light 5 
pin put Booker in the driver’s seat to shut out Dombrowski with only 
two marks during the closing frames.

Booker did exactly that, sparing twice and finishing with a 217 to 
Dombrowski’s 177 to solidify his status as a major champion.

Dombrowski earned $50,000 for his runner-up finish.
The stepladder finals started with Cooley squaring off against 

Richard Teece of England.
Teece had two opens in the first five frames, allowing Cooley to take 

advantage and win the game 206-180. . Teece earned $10,000 for 
his fifth-place finish.

Waiting for Cooley was another Australian, Jason Belmonte, who 
was looking for his first title of the 2024 season, his fifth Masters title 
and his record-extending 16th overall major.

Belmonte bested Cooley, 222-191, sending Belmonte through 
to the semifinal match and sending Cooley home with $15,000 for 
fourth place.

In what was arguably the most tense match of the day, Dombrowski 
edged Belmonte in the semifinal, 198-193. Belmonte earned 
$25,000 for his third-place finish.

BowlTV provided livestream coverage of the 2024 USBC Masters 
during qualifying and match play.

DeeRonn Booker, a 33-year old right-hander from Albuquerque, 
New Mexico, won the 2024 United States Bowling Congress 
Masters at Suncoast Bowling Center in Las Vegas, claiming his 

first major championship and becoming the third African-American 
bowler to win a major title on the Professional Bowlers Association 
Tour.

Booker’s path to the winner’s circle certainly wasn’t an easy one 
as he was forced to take down the likes of two-time defending 
Masters champion Anthony Simonsen of Las Vegas, 2023 U.S. Open 
champion EJ Tackett of Ossian, Indiana, and two-time PBA titlist Sam 
Cooley of Australia during double-elimination bracket match play.

Those victories allowed Booker to earn the top seed for the 
stepladder finals, which meant that he’d only have to win one 
match on TV to capture his first PBA Tour title and major. When his 
turn to take the lanes arrived, Booker did just that, defeating Patrick 
Dombrowski of Parma, Ohio, 217-177, to win the coveted Masters 
title and the tournament’s $100,000 first-place prize.

Booker had enormous support from the crowd during the title 
match as several family members and friends were on hand to take in 
Booker’s TV finals debut on FOX Sports.

The nerves showed on his first shot when Booker missed his mark 
left and almost went for a Brooklyn strike but instead left a 9 pin. He 
would make the spare and then deliver a flush strike on his next ball.

At that point, Booker’s strike song was revealed to be the Price 
is Right theme, which was an homage to the fact that the bowler 
appeared on the show in 2009 and won the showcase showdown.

Despite Booker’s early strike and entertaining song, Dombrowski 
was unfazed, doubling during his first two frames of the championship 
match. Trouble would strike shortly thereafter, however, as 
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Jillian Martin of Stow, Ohio, took the longest road to the 2024 
United States Bowling Congress Queens championship at The 
Ashwaubenon Bowling Alley in Green Bay, Wisconsin.

Martin qualified as the No. 2 seed heading into match play, but was 
upset and sent to the Elimination Bracket with her back against the wall. 
That did not stop her from winning match after match, getting all the 
way to the final round and claiming the No. 3 seed on the stepladder 
show. All told, she bowled 42 games before the show even began.

It culminated in her becoming the youngest person to win the 
USBC Queens at 19 years old, defeating Hope Gramly of Aubrey, 
Texas, 267-220. 

Her stepladder journey started with a match against the defending 
champion, Lindsay Boomershine of Brigham City, Utah, looking 
to be the first to defend the tiara in over 40 years, and riding the 
momentum of winning the opening match over Canada’s Felicia 
Wong, 193-154.

Boomershine made three great shots to start the match against 
Martin, but couldn’t get the 10 pin to fall all three times, while Martin 
had a spare and three strikes from the offset. A miss by Martin in the 
fifth frame opened the door for Boomershine to seize control of the 
match, but another 10 pin and a split kept Martin in the driver’s seat.

Martin ended the match first, going strike, nine, spare to close out 
with a 206, which meant Boomershine had to strike out for the tie. 
The 10 pin reared its head yet again, even after a ball change, ending 
Boomershine’s pursuit for her second Queens title as she bowed out 
with a 186. Boomershine earned $17,500 for her fourth-place finish, 
while Wong received $12,500 for fifth.

Up next was Kelly Kulick of Union, New Jersey, who brought her 
many years of experience to the table, as Kulick won her first major 

before Martin was even born, setting up a match between the 
Professional Women’s Bowling Association Tour past and present 
versus the future of the tour.

For Kulick, the future looked to be here, as Martin rattled off four 
strikes in the first five frames while Kulick had two splits and was 
behind early. Martin kept the pressure up on Kulick, and an open in 
the ninth frame was but a blip for Martin, who struck all three shots in 
the 10th to fully shut out Kulick, 219-183. Kulick earned $22,500 for 
the third-place finish.

Martin was now only one win away from earning the $60,000 top 
prize and the tiara, with only Gramly in her way. Gramly earned the 
No. 1 seed after going 6-0 and averaging over 234 in match play and 
was looking to earn her first PWBA title and major. Gramly was in a 
similar position as Martin two years ago at the 2022 USBC Queens, 
who qualified for the TV show as an amateur, placing fifth.

Martin came out strong yet again, starting with three strikes in the 
first five frames while Gramly was unable to string together strikes. 
Gramly rolled a turkey in frames five through seven and seemed to 
take advantage of a spare from Martin.

That would be the last time Martin didn’t strike. 
She went off the sheet for the final seven strikes and Gramly 

was unable to keep up, with the final score of 267-220 in Martin’s 
favor, and becoming the youngest to win the USBC Queens ever. 
The previous youngest was PWBA and USBC Hall of Fame Wendy 
Macpherson, who won in 1988 at the age of 20.

Gramly earned $30,000 for her runner-up finish.
Martin credits her mental game for being able to get to this point 

with her back against the wall in the Elimination Bracket and to end 
the week with the tiara after 45 total games. 

This is only the beginning for Martin, who already had a PWBA win, 
and is now a major champion.

The 2024 Queens started with 184 competitors. After 15 games 
of qualifying over three days, the top 63 players and Boomershine, 
who was guaranteed a spot in the bracket as the defending champion, 
advanced to match play.

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In what was one of the most stacked stepladders in recent memory, 
Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, North Carolina, came out on top during the 
stepladder finals at Royal Pin Woodland in Indianapolis to claim his 

first U.S. Open title just one year after finishing runner-up to EJ Tackett 
of Ossian, Indiana.

He defeated Tackett, Australia’s Jason Belmonte and tournament 
leader Anthony Simonsen of Las Vegas during the live FOX telecast to 
capture the $100,000 top prize, the coveted green jacket and the U.S. 
Open trophy.

For Troup, the victory affirmed the benefit of maintaining a positive 
mindset and he did exactly that during the stepladder finals, as he took 
down the Professional Bowlers Association Tour’s “Big Three” during 
consecutive matches while doing so with each game having the 
energy of a championship match.

Before Troup could begin his journey up the stepladder, he had 
to wait on the first match of the evening between Tackett and 2010 
U.S. Open champion Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, Pennsylvania, who was 
looking to win his second straight major championship after kicking 
off his 2024 campaign with a win at the season-opening PBA Players 
Championship in Wichita, Kansas.

O’Neill started the opening match with the first six strikes while 
Tackett was unable to put his first strike on the board until frame four.

However, Tackett hung tough by putting up strike in frames four 
through seven while O’Neill opened in the seventh after leaving and 
missing the 1-2-4-6-10, cracking the door open for Tackett.

Back-to-back 4 pins by Tackett put the ball back in O’Neill’s hands, 
but another washout and open frame by O’Neill in the ninth gave 
Tackett the opportunity to shut out O’Neill in the 10th frame with a 
double and good count.

Tackett got the first strike, but a 3-4-6-7-9-10 split on the next shot 
meant that O’Neill could win the match with a double.

O’Neill struck on the first shot, but a ringing 10-pin on his next 
delivery ended his bid for a second straight major championship.

With the opening match completed, Troup took to the lanes and 
battled Tackett in another match that came down to the final frame.

The match was close throughout, and Tackett stepped up for his 
10th frame with the opportunity to strike out to force Troup to get the 
first strike to move on.

After securing the first strike, Tackett’s second shot left a 3-6-10, 
meaning that Troup just needed any mark to move on. His spare of 
the 6-10 did just that, ending Tackett’s chances at becoming the U.S. 
Open’s first repeat champion since United States Bowling Congress 
and PBA Hall of Famer Dave Husted accomplished the feat in 1995 
and 1996.

Troup’s next opponent was Belmonte, the PBA Tour’s all-time record 
holder in major championship victories with 15.

Nevertheless, the match didn’t produce the drama that the capacity 
crowd anticipated as Troup never lost control. Belmonte started the 
game with a 10-pin that he missed and was unable to find a groove, 
splitting another three times en route to a final score of 157.

Troup, meanwhile, kept things clean and posted 229 to advance to 
the championship match and move just one game away from winning 
his first U.S. Open title.

However, with his opponent for that game being Simonsen, who 
led the 2024 U.S. Open since Round 3 of qualifying, Troup appeared 
to still have his work cut out for him.

Simonsen entered the match looking to win his sixth major 
championship and become the youngest to reach that number of 
majors at only 27 years old.

But similar to the Belmonte-Troup match, Simonsen started the 
game with two splits and was in a hole early.

Troup, on the other hand, went turkey, spare, spare, turkey through 
eight frames to take a commanding lead.

Simonsen did his best to mount a comeback, but a 10-pin in the 
eighth frame all but ended his hopes of capturing his second U.S. 
Open title – he won the 2022 event, which also was hosted at Royal 
Pin Woodland.

When the final shots had been thrown, Troup came out on the 
winning end of a 223-181 decision.

With the win, Troup had finally won a U.S. Open, which is something 
his father Guppy Troup, who won eight titles of his own on the PBA 
Tour, was never able to do.

Guppy, who was in the audience to watch Kyle hoist the trophy, had 
a runner-up finish at the 1984 U.S. Open. 

Kyle was happy to be able to claim bragging rights, but he was quick

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to point out that it’s all in good fun.
This year’s field at Royal Pin Woodland was made up of the sport’s 

top performers in recent seasons. It included the leaders on the PBA 
Tour points list, Team USA and Junior Team members, top performers 
at USBC events and PBA majors, and those who advanced from an 
on-site pre-tournament qualifier.

The 2024 U.S. Open was a collaborative effort between the United 
States Bowling Congress and Bowling Proprietor’s Association of 
America. The total prize fund for the event exceeded $297,000.
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Sin Li Jane was not going to miss her opportunity to win her 
first major championship.

Absent from the Professional Women’s Bowling Association 
Tour for three seasons before the start of the 2024 season, Sin, of 
Malaysia, took down Latvia’s Diana Zavjalova, 226-214, winning her 
first major title and third PWBA Tour title of the season at Royal Pin 
Woodland in Indianapolis.

For Sin, winning the U.S. Women’s Open helped wash away the 
memory of just missing the telecast at the United States Bowling 
Congress Queens in Green Bay, Wisconsin, after she lost the second-
to-last match in the Winners Bracket for the No. 1 seed and was the 
low score out in the Contenders Bracket to finish in sixth.

Sin used a clean 226 game to win a close title match and earn the 
coveted green jacket, iconic eagle trophy and the $60,000 top prize.

Sin only missed the pocket one time in the title match, and that 
was in the first frame where she left the 2 pin and converted it. After 
another single pin conversion, Sin threw three strikes in a row heading 
into the sixth frame.

Zavjalova avoided getting behind early after making the 2-7-8 split 
and kept pace with Sin until she missed right in the sixth frame and 
left the 2-4-10 split, which she was unable to convert. 

That did not deter Zavjalova, as she threw her the next four in a row 
to apply pressure, before going light and leaving her own 2 pin, spare, 
to finish at 214. If Zavjalova had struck out, she would have had 225 
and forced Sin to get all three strikes in the 10th frame.

Now all Sin needed was nine pins to win, which is exactly what she 
did before sparing the 3 pin and striking to claim the victory with a 

226. Zavjalova earned $30,000 for her runner-up finish. 
Before the title match, Breanna Clemmer of Clover, South Carolina, 

and Zavjalova in the semifinals came down to the final ball.
Clemmer was in the midst of climbing the ladder after taking down 

England’s Verity Crawley in the first match of the stepladder, 258-188, 
striking on 10 of 12 shots, and knocking out Stefanie Johnson of 
McKinney, Texas, 228-195, the following match. Crawley earned $13,000 
for her fifth-place finish and Johnson took home $17,000 for fourth.

Compared to the first two matches, strikes were not coming easy to 
either Clemmer or Zavjalova, who struck a combined nine of 24 shots 
thrown. Both competitors also exchanged splits, but Clemmer struck in 
the seventh, eighth and ninth frames to put herself in position to advance.

Zavjalova ended the match first, going strike, 6-10 and took only the 
6 pin off to finish at 191. Clemmer needed at least a mark in the first 
ball of the 10th, with a strike ending the match. 

The first ball for Clemmer left a 4 pin, which she took down with 
ease, and now needed at least nine pins to move on, or eight to tie. 

Disaster struck though.
Clemmer’s fill ball went right of her target and left the 2-8-10 split, 

putting her at 189 and one game short for the chance at her first 
major title, advancing Zavjalova to face Sin instead. Clemmer earned 
$22,000 for her third-place finish.

Sin is now the frontrunner for the PWBA Player of the Year award, 
leading the tour in wins and points. She can be the first international 
POY if she continues bowling well at the season-ending Tour 
Championship week at historic Thunderbowl Lanes in Detroit.

All 108 competitors at the 2024 U.S. Women’s Open bowled 
24 qualifying games over three days to determine the 36 players 
advancing to Round 4. After eight additional games, the field was cut 
to the top 24 bowlers for round-robin match play.

The five finalists were determined by total pinfall, including bonus 
pins, for 56 games.

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All United States Bowling Congress members have the 
opportunity to represent their country in international 
competition as members of Team USA or Junior Team USA. 

As has become tradition, the year kicked off with the 2024 USBC 
Team USA Trials and U.S. National Amateur Bowling Championships at 
Gold Coast Bowling Center in Las Vegas. The events concluded with the 
introduction of Team USA and Junior Team for 2024. The Junior Team 
USA rosters also included those who qualified for the team through the 
Junior Gold Championships and the inaugural U22 Masters and Queens.

Shannon Pluhowsky of Dayton, Ohio, and Darren Tang of Las Vegas 
claimed spots by winning their respective divisions during Team USA Trials 
competition, which consisted of 30 games bowled over the course of five 
days across five challenging oil patterns.

Pluhowsky, a 24-time Team USA member and four-time titlist on the 
Professional Women’s Bowling Association Tour, averaged 220.5 per game 
for the week and finished in the top 20 in the 153-player women’s field 
during all five qualifying rounds.

Tang averaged 231.3 and collected three top-five daily finishes and a 
sixth-place effort enroute to topping the 173-player men’s field.

Crystal Elliott of Palm Bay, Florida, and Julian Salinas of Richmond, Texas, 
also earned titles as they left Las Vegas with the 2024 National Amateur 
Bowling Championships crowns.

With the rosters for Team USA and Junior Team USA finalized for 2024, 
it was time for the program’s talented bowlers to get down to business 
and hit the lanes for some competition. 

Jenna Stretch of Auburn Township, Ohio, and Carter Street of Dublin, 
Ohio, were the first Americans to experience international competition in 
2024 as the duo represented Junior Team USA at the 2024 International 
Bowling Federation Youth World Cup in Lima, Peru, from Jan. 21-26.

Stretch took full advantage of her first opportunity to bowl for the 

red, white and blue as the 19-year-old right-hander brought home the 
women’s silver medal. Street recorded an 11th-place finish for the Junior 
Team USA men.

Six months later, eight Junior Team USA bowlers competed at the 2024 
International Bowling Federation World Youth Championships in Incheon, 
Korea, which was contested at Incheon’s Fiesta Bowling Center from July 9-18.

During their 10-day stint in Korea, bowlers from the American 
contingent collected a total of nine medals across four events – men’s 
team, women’s singles and men’s and women’s doubles.

Jacob Bockstie of Nottingham Maryland, Brandon Bohn of Jackson, New 
Jersey, and Annalise OBryant of Ball Ground, Georgia, brought home two 
medals apiece with Bockstie and Bohn collecting two silvers (men’s team 
and men’s doubles) and OBryant laying claim to a silver and a bronze 
(women’s doubles and women’s singles).

Katelyn Abigania of San Diego (women’s doubles), Zach Andresen of 
Princeton, Minnesota (men’s team), and Braden Mallasch of Waupaca, 
Wisconsin (men’s team), each earned a silver medal of their own.

Gianna Brandolino of Channahon, Illinois, and Jillian Martin of Stow, 
Ohio, also represented Junior Team USA in Incheon, but neither reached 
the podium at this year’s tournament.

Members of the adult team got their chance one month later when the 
2024 PANAM Bowling Adult, Senior and Super Senior Championships were 
held at the National Bowling Stadium in Reno, Nevada, from Aug. 19-24.

Just as their Junior Team USA counterparts had in Korea, the 20 athletes 
who represented Team USA at the Taj Mahal of Tenpins put their best feet 
forward, collecting a total of 26 medals across five days of competition – 
15 gold, seven silver and four bronze.

The PANAM Bowling Adult, Senior and Super Senior Championships 
featured Adult (Elite), Senior (age 50 and over) and Super Senior (age 60 
and over) classifications for both men and women. Competition included 
singles, doubles, mixed doubles (Super Senior only), trios (Elite and Senior 
only) and team disciplines.

The six-player contingent representing the women’s team included 
Breanna Clemmer of Clover, South Carolina; Hope Gramly of Aubrey, 
Texas; Shannon Pluhowsky of Dayton, Ohio; Lauren Russo of Ballwin, 
Missouri, Elliott and Martin.

Packy Hanrahan of Wichita, Kansas; AJ Johnson of Kenosha, Wisconsin; 
Jake Peters of Henderson, Nevada; Spencer Robarge of Springfield, 
Missouri; Salinas and Tang comprised the men’s elite team.

The 2024 event marked the first PANAM Bowling event for Team USA 
in the Senior classification since 2018 in Calgary, Alberta, Canada.

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The Webber International men and Wichita State women captured 
team championships, and Wichita State’s Sara Duque and Jaysen 
Spanbauer of Marian-Wisconsin claimed singles titles at the 2024 
Intercollegiate Team and Singles Championships at Kingpin Lanes in the 
Greater Louisville area.

The championship rounds in the men’s and women’s divisions in each 
event were taped for broadcast and will air on CBS Sports Network.

This year marked the 50th edition of the United States Bowling 
Congress Collegiate team national championship tournament, and 
the title match between Webber International and Lawrence Tech was 
undoubtedly one of the most exciting in the event’s history.

Webber came in looking for its third men’s ITC title while Lawrence 
Tech was hoping to break through and collect the first in program history.

Much to the delight of the capacity crowd feverishly supporting both 
teams, the match was action packed throughout with neither team, nor 
fan base, willing to give an inch.

Webber International got on the board first, closing Game 1 with a 
five bagger to top Lawrence Tech by a score of 213-180 and take a 1-0 
lead as the green-and-gold clad Warrior faithful serenaded the team with 
chants of “GO WEBBER, WEBBER, GO WEBBER, GO WEBBER, GO!”

But Lawrence Tech wasn’t intimidated, and as its fans loudly asked 
“WHO ARE YOU,” the Blue Devils declared “LTU” over and over again as 
they bested Webber International 224-195 during Game 2 and 235-176 
in Game 3 to take a 2-1 lead and put themselves just one win away from 
securing their first ever ITC title.

As the two teams approached the end of Game 4, it looked as if 
Lawrence Tech was going to get it too after Webber suffered an open in 
the seventh frame and appeared to be on the verge of another in the 
eighth after leaving a 1-2-10 washout.

However, Webber’s Nick Larsen had other ideas.
He was put into the lineup to convert the spare, and convert it he did, 

sending the head pin to the side wall and catching just enough of the 10 
pin to send it toppling over to successfully fill the frame.

Riding the momentum of Larsen’s clutch conversion, Webber’s Brett 
Lloyd delivered a strike in the ninth, and Brandon Bohn added one of his 
own on the first ball in the 10th to give the Warriors a 210-199 victory 
and extend the match to a winner-take-all fifth game.

Webber took the early lead during the deciding game, starting double, 
spare, double, spare while Lawrence Tech managed just two strikes 

during that same span.
The tide turned shortly thereafter though as a Webber open in the 

seventh combined with a clutch turkey from Lawrence Tech in frames 
seven, eight and nine put the Blue Devils back in the driver’s seat once 
again.

Webber rebounded with strikes from Charles Bostic in the eighth and 
Bohn in the ninth to keep things close, but Lawrence Tech still controlled 
its own destiny. If it could produce a double and eight in the 10th frame, 
the match would be over before Lloyd ever stepped for the Warriors’ final 
frame.

That double never came, however; instead, the Blue Devils were left to 
contend with a 1-3-7 washout, which they were unable to convert. 

With Lawrence Tech in with a score of 203, Lloyd’s task was crystal 
clear. If he could deliver a mark, the 2024 ITC men’s title would belong to 
Webber International.

Given just how many times Lloyd and the Warriors managed to come 
through under pressure throughout this year’s tournament, it came 
as little surprise when Lloyd delivered a picture-perfect strike to win 
the game (224-203), the match (3-2) and the program’s third men’s 
national title.

Fittingly, Lloyd was named to the 2024 ITC men’s all-tournament team 
and was selected as the event’s MVP.

The fact that Lloyd was in the anchor position with the national title 
on the line during Game 5 was noteworthy because he had actually 
occupied the No. 4 position in the Webber lineup during Games 1-4 in 
the final match.

Nevertheless, the Webber coaching staff opted to make the switch 
heading into the deciding game, and the rest is history.

The 2024 Webber International championship team included Bennett, 
Bohn, Bostic, Austin Grammar, Larsen, Lloyd, Aaron Reingold and 
Wolstenholme.

In addition to Lloyd, the men’s all-tournament team featured Bohn, 
Wichita State’s Spencer Robarge, Indiana Tech’s Alex Horton and Cayleb 
Carey of Lawrence Tech.

The Chris Stoehr Sportsmanship award in the men’s division went to 
Julian Salinas of Savannah College of Art and Design-Savannah.

In the women’s title match, Wichita State anchor bowler Mary Orf was 
clutch early on, delivering a double in the 10th frame of Game 1 and a 
turkey to close Game 2 to help the Shockers jump out to a 2-0 lead by 
scores of 200-186 and 191-173.

However, Jacksonville State was not about to back down, so, showing 
the grit that led the squad to victory at the NCAA’s 2024 National 
Collegiate Women’s Bowling Championship just one week earlier, the 
Gamecocks dug in and fought back.

They put up a four-bagger in frames five through eight to grind out a 
224-215 victory in Game 3, and they used another during the sixth-

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through-ninth frames to erase the sting of three early opens and rally for 
a 200-176 match-tying win in Game 4.

After having won two games in a row, it appeared as if maybe the 
momentum had shifted in Jacksonville State’s direction heading into the 
deciding game. 

But that notion was dispelled quickly as after both teams began the 
fifth game with open frames, Wichita State rattled off nine strikes in a row.

Jacksonville State stayed locked in on the pocket as well, but the pins 
wouldn’t cooperate as the Gamecocks doubled twice and managed just 
five strikes total in a 264-199 loss that sent the Helmer Cup home with 
Wichita State for a record 11th time courtesy of a 3-2 victory.

Wichita State Head Coach Holly Harris noted it was especially gratifying 
for her to watch this squad add to Wichita State’s legacy of success and 
bring home the crown during the 50th edition of USBC Collegiate’s 
national championship tournament.

Wichita State’s 2024 championship team featured Sara Duque, 
Brooklyn Gagnon, Aleesha Oden, Orf, Piper Reams, Paige Wagner and 
Ashtyn Woods.

Orf was named to the all-tournament team and was the women’s 
division’s most valuable player. Joining Orf with all-tournament honors 
were Mount Mercy’s Megan Kolberg, Lara Kurt of Savannah College of 
Art and Design-Savannah, Jacksonville State’s Crystal Elliott and Allie 
Leiendecker of Louisiana Tech. 

The Chris Stoehr Sportsmanship award in the women’s division went 
to Maya Avilez of North Carolina A&T. 

On some level, it could be argued that Wichita State’s Duque wasn’t 
such a great sport. Not because she behaved inappropriately in any way, 
but because she was a bit greedy when it came to taking home trophies.

That’s because just a couple hours after she helped the Shockers 
capture the 2024 ITC women’s title, Duque took down Lindenwood’s 
Hailey Bozych, 234-167, to bring this year’s ISC women’s crown back to 
Wichita as well.

Duque jumped ahead early during the title match and never looked 
back, using a turkey and two Bozych opens to take a 47-pin lead after 
six frames.

Bozych did her best to hang in there, but it was to no avail as Duque 
was simply too much. When the Wichita State right-hander struck in the 
ninth frame, the match was officially over, and the national title was hers.

Another special aspect of Duque’s victory was that it marked the 
second consecutive year that a Wichita State bowler brought home the 
ISC women’s title as Wagner brought home the crown in 2023.

Duque punched her ticket to the women’s title match by topping 
Vanderbilt’s Natalie Kent by a score of 219-170 during Semifinal No. 1.

In the other women’s semifinal, Bozych used a four-bagger in frames 
six through nine to get past top seed Crystal Elliott of Jacksonville State, 
212-183.

But several hours before the ladies took to the lanes, the men kicked 
off the slate of collegiate bowling action at Kingpin Lanes, and they did so 
in fine fashion as the men’s ISC TV show was entertaining from start to 
finish with all three matches coming down to the 10th frame.

In the opener, Wichita State’s Braden Mallasch struck out in the ninth 

and 10th frames to post a score of 234, which forced Hastings College left-
hander Carstin Olson to get the first strike during his final frame to win.

Olson was unable to deliver the strike he needed, however, as his ball 
got left of target early and then over-hooked, going through the face and 
leaving the 2-4.  He would convert the spare, but he still came up on the 
short end of a 234-227 final score.

With the victory, Mallasch advanced to the title match where he would 
face the winner of Semifinal No. 2, which featured Spanbauer and 
Mallasch’s Wichita State teammate Ryan Barnes.

Spanbauer and Barnes put on quite a show, combining to strike on 19 
of 23 deliveries during their semifinal match.

Nevertheless, someone had to win, and someone had to lose, and it 
was Spanbauer who came out on top, 259-253, after Barnes’ second ball 
in the 10th frame left a ringing 10 pin.

With one Shocker out of the way, Spanbauer headed to the title match 
looking to dispatch the other. 

He appeared to be well on his way to doing just that during the early 
stages of the match as he opened the bout with a six-bagger to quickly 
establish a 41-pin lead.

But that’s when things got interesting.
Spanbauer’s seventh shot went high, leaving the 3-10 baby split, which 

he failed to convert, leaving the 3 pin behind.
He recovered by delivering a dramatic messenger strike in the eighth 

frame, sending the head pin to the side wall and then bouncing across 
the lane to aggressively take down the 10 pin.

That strike, combined with a ringing 10 pin in the eighth for Mallasch, 
made Spanbauer’s path to victory quite clear: If he could stay clean 
during the ninth and 10th frames, he would be the 2024 men’s ISC 
national champion.

But just as it did two frames earlier, Spanbauer’s ball went high again 
during the ninth frame, leaving a 4-10 split that put him in danger of 
opening for the second time in three frames and opening the door back 
up for Mallasch.

Content to just get good pin count, Spanbauer’s attempt at the 
conversion covered most of the 4 pin, making it clear that the pin would 
not slide over to take out the 10.

But he didn’t need it to as instead of sliding over, the 4 pin deflected 
off the curtain and came back toward the pin deck to trip the 10 pin from 
behind, resulting in an improbable split conversion that made the crowd 
go wild and put Spanbauer right back on the verge of victory.

He wasn’t about to let the opportunity slip away. Needing a mark in 
the 10th to win, Spanbauer delivered a strike on his first shot to officially 
lock up the match and men’s singles national title.

When the final pins had fallen, Spanbauer had defeated Mallasch 236-
205 and collected a victory that he could hardly put into words.

All qualifying and match-play rounds held prior to the CBS Sports 
Network televised finals were broadcast on BowlTV.com.

Teams and individuals competing at Kingpin Lanes this week earned 
their spots at the ITC and ISC through four sectional qualifiers held 
throughout the country.

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came on, Henderson made it look easy.
She started her afternoon with a 177-125 victory over Bunk, who 

never appeared to get comfortable on the championship pair, suffering 
five splits and leaving six open frames compared to just one strike.

Henderson left two splits of her own during the opening match, but 
her five strikes more than made up for them and allowed her to easily 
advance to the title tilt with LiCausi.

Once there, Henderson only got stronger.
She struck six times in the first eight frames and stayed clean to 

post a solid 233 during the first game of the championship match.
LiCausi did her best to remain close, recording five strikes of her 

own during the opener; however, three open frames kept her in 
chase mode the entire time, and when the final ball had been thrown, 
Henderson had collected a 233-175 victory to force a deciding game 
for the 2024 U22 Queens title.

Both players came out of the gate strong during the second game 
with Henderson starting with a turkey while LiCausi began with a 
double and spare.

Henderson used a double of her own in the fifth and sixth frames 
to take a 14-pin lead just past the halfway point, but a 4-6-7-10 split 
and open frame in the seventh suddenly appeared to swing the door 
back open for LiCausi.

Unfortunately, the talented left-hander just couldn’t walk through as 
after posting a strike in the sixth frame, LiCausi wouldn’t strike again 
the rest of the match.

Henderson, meanwhile, recovered from the open with a double in 
the eighth and ninth frames before staying clean in the 10th to secure 
victory yet again, this time by a final score of 220-190.

The win allowed Henderson to collect the $3,000 top prize, the 
championship trophy and the honor of becoming the first U22 
Queens champion in history. 

LiCausi’s runner-up effort earned her $2,200. Bunk placed third and 
took home $1,800.

Once the ladies cleared the lanes, it was time for Bryce Oliver of 
Cuyahoga Falls, Ohio; Dale Horstmann of Yorkville, Illinois; and Bohn to 
make their own run at glory during the U22 Masters stepladder finals.

Despite the new cast of characters, that stepladder played out in 
eerily similar fashion to that of the U22 Queens.

Bohn kicked things off with a 207-165 semifinal win over Horstmann, 
who started with a double but then wouldn’t strike again until the fill 
ball. In between, he left three splits, which led to a trio of open frames 
that allowed Bohn to breeze to the win and a berth in the title match.

There, he would face Oliver, a close friend and the only bowler to 
hand him a loss during match play at this year’s U22 Masters.

That meant that, like Henderson, Bohn would have to defeat the 
top seed twice in order to bring home the tournament title.

The first champions in United States Bowling Congress U22 
Masters and U22 Queens history were crowned at Strobl Arena 
inside Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen Park, Michigan.

When the dust settled, Dannielle Henderson of Jacksonville, 
Alabama, emerged as the inaugural U22 Queens champion, while 
Brandon Bohn of Jackson, New Jersey, became the first bowler to win 
a U22 Masters title.

The fact that Henderson walked away with the U22 Queens title 
on almost seemed fitting; after all, the powerful two-hander was 
dominant throughout much of the event, leading the 76-player field 
at the end of 14 games of qualifying and authoring the tournament’s 
highest game with a 289.

However, despite all that success, Henderson entered Monday’s 
stepladder as the No. 3 seed. That’s because she was defeated during 
match play by eventual top seed Morgan LiCausi of Crest Hill, Illinois.

That meant that if Henderson was going to leave Strobl Arena as the 
2024 U22 Queens champion, she’d not only have to take down No. 
2 seed Hope Bunk of Billings, Montana, but she’d also have to exact 
revenge by beating LiCausi not once, but twice. That’s because LiCausi 
entered the stepladder finals as the tournament’s only undefeated player.

The task may have seemed daunting to some, but once the lights 
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Given the scores that Bohn and Oliver put up throughout qualifying 
and match play, the fans inside Strobl Arena were likely expecting 
some fireworks during the title match with the two talented left-
handers tossing strings of strikes back and forth at one another from 
start to finish.

What they saw was slightly different.
Bohn started the first game with a double, but he would record 

eight consecutive spares thereafter before finally striking on the fill 
ball to post a score of 195.

Most of the time, that wouldn’t be nearly enough firepower to hold 
off a talented player like Oliver; however, as it turned out, it was more 
than enough during that affair as despite striking four times, Oliver 
opened three times, including the 10th frame, which allowed Bohn 
to take Game 1 by a final score of 195-160.

That meant that just as it had during the U22 Queens finals, the 
U22 Masters championship would come down to one final game.

That contest brought more of the same.
Bohn started with three spares in a row before a Brooklyn strike led 

to a turkey in frames four, five and six.
Oliver, meanwhile, began with a strike but then left back-to-back 

high-flush 6-8 splits to immediately fall behind.
The top seed would stay clean during the next six frames, but he 

was only able to manage a pair of strikes during that stretch, which 
kept him from erasing the early damage and gaining any serious 
ground on Bohn.

Therefore, when the final balls had been thrown, Bohn had come 
out on top by a final score of 197-161 to complete the sweep and 
bring home the 2024 U22 Masters title and $3,000 first-place prize.

Some would argue that when it comes to bowling, it’s always a 
great time to be a Bohn as the family’s collective bowling resume is 
the stuff legends are made of.

Nevertheless, despite the family’s many accomplishments on the 
lanes, only Brandon Bohn can lay claim to being the inaugural U22 
Masters champion.  

Oliver took home $2,200 for finishing second; Horstmann earned 
$1,800 for placing third.

Prize money and titles weren’t the only thing at stake during the 
2024 U22 Masters and Queens. Additionally, eight spots on Junior 
Team USA 2025 were up for grabs as well.

Those spots went to the top three age-eligible finishers after 
qualifying and to each tournament’s champion.

As such, the spots available at the U22 Masters went to Michael 
Anderson II of Olathe, Kansas; Bohn; Brandon Leavitt of Novi, 
Michigan; and Connor Pula of Evergreen Park, Illinois, while the berths 
up for grabs at the U22 Queens were earned by Morgan Brunner 
of Gobles, Michigan; Henderson; Brooke Salzman of Inver Grove 
Heights, Minnesota; and Jenna Stretch of Auburn Township, Ohio. 

All rounds of competition at the U22 Masters and U22 Queens 
were streamed live exclusively on BowlTV.
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More than 3,100 United States Bowling Congress 
Youth members competed at the 2024 Junior Gold 
Championships. The competitors, competing in three 

age divisions (U12, U15 and U18), traveled across eight bowling 
centers in the Detroit area in hopes of winning a piece of the 
approximately $500,000 scholarship fund, making a run at a 
national title and claiming a spot on Junior Team USA. 

This year’s champions included Eli Franco of Fishers, Indiana (U12), 
Elliott Gordon of Columbus, Ohio (U15) and Ernesto Reynoso of 
Folsom, California (U18), in the boys divisions. On the girls side, Alyssa 
Randisi of Brooklyn, New York (U12), Bella Castillo of Odessa, Texas 
(U15) and Karina Capron of Fremont, Nebraska (U18) were victorious.

BowlTV provided livestream coverage of every round of the 
2024 event leading up to the stepladder finals in each division. 
All stepladder finals were taped at Strobl Arena inside historic 
Thunderbowl Lanes and aired on CBS Sports Network.

U12 GIRLS
No. 1 Randisi, one of the few two-handed bowlers on the girls 

side of the field, took home the U12 Girls title, defeating No. 3 seed 
Aliyana Debina-Gasper of Mililani, Hawaii, 198-153.

Randisi led wire to wire and it was only fitting that she was the 
winner of the U12 Girls division, putting a stamp on an excellent 
week after years of hard work.

Randisi opened the title match with three strikes in a row while 
Debina-Gasper had the first two, but Debina-Gasper had three 
straight splits. Debina-Gasper was unable to make up the ground the 
rest of the game, as an additional two open frames for her sealed 
the win for Randisi, who only had one open prior the 10th frame and 
had a double in frames seven and eight.

Before the title match, Debina-Gasper faced off against No. 2 
seed Daisy Newton of Honolulu, Hawaii. Both competitors struggled 
to start the match, but a key five-bagger for Debina-Gasper put the 
game out of reach to advance, 213-175.

U12 BOYS
No. 1 seed Franco was able to parlay a big four-bagger in the 

middle of his match to a Junior Gold title, taking down No. 2 seed 
Eason Taylor of Chicago in the title match, 205-179.

Franco and Taylor traded opening frames in the second, but both 

immediately got back on track with a couple of strikes. Taylor had 
disaster strike when he opened in frames five and seven while the 
two-handed Franco stayed clean the rest of the way until the 10th 
frame, where the match was already decided.

Franco had not previously made it past qualifying in the last two 
years and put in the extra work to get himself into the position of the 
No. 1 seed.

Taylor was able to take on Franco after winning a high-scoring 
match against No. 3 seed Thomas Ault of Brooklyn Park, Minnesota. 
Both players kept striking, but it was Taylor who prevailed, 268-257, 
and advanced to take on Franco. 

U15 GIRLS
No. 1 seed Castillo prevailed over No. 2 Trishna Desai of 

Nesconset, New York, 197-157, continuing the streak of two-handers 
and No. 1 seeds winning 2024 Junior Gold titles to this point.

Neither bowler could find a groove, combining for four strikes, 
but Castillo stayed clean by converting everything she left as Desai 
opened three times. Castillo had been practicing her spare shooting 
before the event and it paid off in a big way in the title match.

Being the top seed can be daunting for some as they have to 
potentially wait a while before heading to the TV pair, but Costillo 
wasn’t worried about that, instead having the mindset that has she 
already accomplished so much to this point and to let the pins fall 
where they may.

She had the highest possible finish, and it made her one of her 
lifelong dreams come true.

Desai had advanced after taking down the defending U15 Girls 
champion and No. 2 seed Larielle Tharps of Orlando, Florida, using a 
clean 191 game to Tharps’ 155.

U15 BOYS
Gordon entered the stepladder as the No. 1 seed and prevailed 

over No. 2 seed Kristofer Wagner, 225-208, leaving two-handers four 
for four in title matches and Wagner claiming second place in the 
U15 division for the second straight year.

The two competitors were neck and neck after Gordon started with 
five strikes in the first six frames and Wagner recovered from a first 
frame open to keep it close. Wagner’s string of strikes ended in the 
eighth frame after a bad shot went high and converted the 3-6-10 
combo, before the ninth frame saw a good shot go light for the 2-8 
leave, which he also converted. 

Another strike by Gordon in the ninth put the pressure on 
Wagner, who stepped up in the 10th and went flush pocket for a 4 
pin, the match slipping away. After converting the single pin spare 
and getting six on the fill for 208, Gordon went up and ended the

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match with his own single pin spare and count in the fill to finish 
with 225 and the title.

Gordon never missed the pocket until the fill, crediting his ball 
selection and shot making to stay in the pocket as well as the added 
confidence from the No. 1 seed.

This was his last year in U15 but isn’t looking too far ahead for the 
step up into the U18 division, wanting to stay in the moment and 
enjoy it without putting any big expectations on himself.

Wagner advanced to the title match after defeating No. 3 seed 
Lincoln Moyer of Merritt Island, Florida, 244-184. That match saw 
each competitor never miss the pocket, but the pins fell for Wagner, 
as Moyer had five frames where the back row of pins refused to 
budge for him.

2025 JUNIOR TEAM USA DEVELOPMENTAL TEAM
The U15 division also served as a qualifier for automatic spots on 

the 2025 Junior Team USA Developmental Team. In the boys and girls 
divisions, the top two qualifiers after 26 games of qualifying, the event 
champion, and the event runner-up earned places on the team.

U18 GIRLS
The No. 3 seeded Capron avenged her runner-up finish at last 

year’s Junior Gold to win the U18 Girls title in her final Junior Gold 
over No. 1 seed Kaitlyn Stull of Raleigh, North Carolina, 204-173. 

Capron advanced to the title match after a narrow 192-180 win 
over No. 3 seed Kayla Starr of Crofton, Maryland. Both bowlers 
traded strikes early on in the match and open frames in the fifth 
and seventh, but it was Capron’s double after the second open that 
moved her forward against Stull.

After a single pin spare to open the game, Capron threw three 
strikes in a row to gain an early lead over Stull, who was using two 
different balls in the match. Stull was in the pocket but the right lane 
was not giving her the hits she needed through the first five frames, 
going high flush for a 4 pin and a weak 10 pin, converting both.

The wheels started to come off for Stull in the sixth frame, who 

had a shot go right off her hand for the 1-2-4 combo that she 
converted, before back to back opens in the seventh and eighth, 
giving Capron the opportunity to close the door.

Capron promptly did just that, with an open in the ninth not 
enough to let Stull back in the match, ending with 204 and her 
second Junior Gold title, previously winning in U12 in 2017.

Not even injury could stop Capron from claiming what she wanted. 
The silver lining for her was that it made her focus even more on 
bowling to not think about the nagging pain.

Her runner-up finish last year gave her extra motivation for 2024 to 
continue to put in the work behind the scenes at practices.

U18 BOYS
Reynoso made his mark after winning the U18 Boys title in Detroit, 

becoming the first person in Junior Gold history to win back-to-back 
titles in two different divisions after winning U15 in 2023. He also 
won in the closest match of all the others, defeating No. 1 seed 
Ethan Crouse of Lowville, New York, as the No. 3 seed, 206-199, in a 
match that came down to the final frame.

Before the title match, Reynoso had to beat No. 2 Owen Williams 
of Tipton, Michigan, to have a shot at history. The two competitors 
had clean games, but Reynoso’s 207 topped Williams’ 190 as the left 
lane started to play a little tricky.

That prompted Reynoso to make a ball change that enabled him 
to switch up his lines a little, sticking with it even after one shot went 
light for a baby split that he really liked and put his arms up in the air 
in confusion.

Reynoso threw the next three strikes in a row and would’ve 
continued his striking ways if not for a brutal pocket 7-10 split in the 
seventh, leaving the door open for Crouse to pull ahead. Crouse 
was clean to that point, before a missed 10 pin brought new life for 
Reynoso.

The 2023 U15 Boys champion answered the call, doubling in the 
eighth and ninth to apply pressure on Crouse, who had a double 
heading into the second shot of the 10th. But Crouse went light and left 
the 2-4-5-8 bucket, only getting two of the four pins to finish with 199.

Reynoso clinched the win with a strike in the first ball in the 10th 
and left Detroit as a back-to-back champion with a 206.

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Teams representing the Coastal South and Atlantic East 
regions earned titles in the 12-and-under and 15-and-under 
divisions, respectively, at the 2024 USA Bowling National 

Championships at Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen Park, Michigan.
BowlTV provided live coverage of the qualifying and match play 

rounds leading up to the finals, which were televised by CBS Sports 
Network. For the first time in event history, scholarship money was 
made available with more than $120,000 awarded in this year’s event.

Bowling out of the Coastal South region in U12, Stars and Strikes 
defeated the South Central region’s No Lane No Gain team, in a 3-0 
sweep. In U15, it was the Atlantic East region’s Gratitude team taking 
home a 3-1 victory over Ohio’s Finest from the Mideast region. 

The championship round in each division featured a four-person 
Baker format with the lead-off bowler bowling the first, fifth and 
ninth frames, the second bowler bowling the second, sixth and 10th 
frames, the third bowler bowling frames three and seven, and the 
fourth bowler bowling frames four and eight.  

Bowling for the Coastal South region’s Stars and Strikes team in the 
U12 finals were Nico Candelero, Vincent Cintron, Kristopher Koehler, 
Presley Raine and Colton Takas. In charge of the team was head 
coach Ryan Waters. 

Comprising the South Central region’s No Lane No Gain team were 
head coach Matt Dorsett, assistant coach Rachel Toney, and athletes 
Matthew Dorsett (coach’s son), Caleb Ebner, Henry Mann, Treavor 
Mason, Tripp Perkins and Cooper Powell.

Game 1 of the U12 finals saw the Coastal South team, comprised 
of players all from Florida, overwhelm their South Central region 
opponent, featuring players all from Texas, 266-172.

Coastal South started the match with a double, then converted 
a pair of spares, before reeling off seven strikes in a row to put the 
opening match away.

The situation didn’t improve for South Central in Game 2 as the team 
suffered opens in the first, third and fifth frames. Conversely, Coastal 
South sandwiched a pair of three-baggers around a spare in the fourth 
frame and, despite a late four-bagger by South Central, cruised to a 219-
188 victory that put them one win from the championship.

Game 3 was a bit closer. Despite open frames in the second and 
fifth frames, South Central remained within striking distance, aided by a 
missed single-pin spare by Coastal South in their second frame. A string 

of three consecutive strikes in frames six through eight gave South 
Central some hope, but a foul on the first delivery in the ninth frame, 
despite the subsequent spare conversion, slowed their momentum. 

Coastal South slammed the door with a strike in their ninth frame, 
followed by a spare and strike in the 10th, that put the icing on a 
204-166 win.

It was an outstanding team effort, with Presley Raine and Nico 
Candelero authoring standout performances. Raine, the only female 
in the U12 championship match, bowled lead-off in Games 1 and 
2 and struck on seven of her eight shots over the three games. 
Candelero, who bowled anchor in Games 1 and 2, struck on seven 
of his 11 shots.     

In the U15 division, the Atlantic East region’s Gratitude team 
brought just four bowlers to the event, so they didn’t have the luxury 
of any substitutions. The roster for Gratitude featured athletes Matteo 
Quintero (2021 U12 Boys Junior Gold champion), Jackson Veitch, 
Sebastian Vetter and Jos Weems, and head coach LaShaune Darden. 

Bowling for Ohio’s Finest out of the Mideast Region were Isaiah 
Durflinger (2022 U12 Boys Junior Gold champion), brothers Elliott 
and Miles Gordon, Baylie Massingill (2021 U12 Girls Junior Gold 
champion) and Andrew Parker, with Andrew’s dad Andy serving as 
the head coach.

The U15 title tilt found each team struggling to figure out the left 
lane (Lane 9). In Game 1, it was the Mideast team on the left lane 
where they suffered a pair of open frames and struck on five shots, 
but never were able to throw consecutive strikes. 

Atlantic East converted single-pin spares in the first, fourth and sixth 
frames and struck on every other shot (including a closing six-bagger) 
for a convincing 249-172 Game 1 win.

In Game 2, it was Atlantic East’s turn on the left lane and their 
fortunes were similar to those of Mideast in Game 1. Atlantic East 
suffered splits in three of their first five frames and couldn’t convert 
any of them. Another open frame in the third after a failed 3-6-10 
conversion put them at a serious disadvantage through five frames.

Mideast never let them back in the match, striking in seven of their 
first eight frames on their way to an easy 232-169 win that evened 
the match, 1-1.

Game 3 saw Mideast put together a much better performance on 
the left lane, but an unexpected foul by Elliott Gordon on his spare 
attempt of the 7 pin in the second frame impacted the match. It was 
the only non-strike in the first seven frames for Mideast. 

Atlantic East had an open frame after a split in the first, converted 
a single-pin spare in the second, then rattled off four consecutive 
strikes, before converting another single-pin spare in the seventh to 
keep the match close.

Mideast converted spares in the eighth and ninth frames and

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struck on their first shot in the 10th before ending the match with a 
4-10 split that was not converted. Strikes in the eighth, ninth and on 
the first shot in the 10th sealed Game 3 for Atlantic East, 237-223.

The good news for Atlantic East is that they now led, 2-1, and were 
one win away from the championship. The bad news was that they were 
headed back to the left lane, where no team had registered a win.

Coach Darden decided to make a lineup change for Game 
4, moving Weems out of the lead-off spot to the No. 4 position, 
switching him with Quintero.

The results were exactly what they were looking for. Atlantic East 
started Game 4 with five consecutive strikes and never looked back. 
Mideast suffered open frames after splits in the second and fifth 
frames. And, despite an open frame of their own in the seventh 
frame and only striking once in the final five frames, Atlantic East 
managed to win the game, 220-189, to earn the championship.

The 2024 USA Bowling National Championships in Detroit 
featured 14 regions that competed in U12 and 16 in U15. Each 
team that competed in Detroit earned their spot by winning their 
regional event.

Bowlers in the four age-based divisions (10-and-under, 12-and-
under, 15-and-under and 18-and-under) earned more than $95,000 
in scholarship prizes and won national titles in team, doubles, singles 
and all-events.

Each event featured a scratch and optional handicap division with 
186 teams and 897 bowlers participating in this year’s tournament. 

This year’s tournament featured 20 players winning at least two 
titles, highlighted by Olivia Titus of St. Charles, Missouri (12-and-
under division), and Taylor Morgan of Murfreesboro, Tennessee 
(10-and-under division), who each finished first in four events. For 
Morgan, it marked the third consecutive year that she had walked 
away with at least two titles at the event.

Brennan Brandel of Saginaw, Michigan, was impressive in his own 
right, emerging from this year’s tournament with three titles (U12 
Scratch Team, U12 Doubles and U12 Boys Scratch All-Events).

The other bowlers winning multiple events this year were as

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Jon Rakoski of Estero, Florida, earned his second career senior title 
and first senior major championship by winning the 2024 United 
States Bowling Congress Senior Masters at Sam’s Town Bowling 

Center in Las Vegas.
Rakoski, a 52-year-old right-hander, defeated Michael Bailey 

of Carrollton, Texas, 278-200, to claim his second victory on the 
Professional Bowlers Association50 Tour, the $20,000 first-place check 
and the moniker of “major champion.” 

Rakoski, who led the event after the completion of the first squad 
on the first day of qualifying, ended up in the winner’s circle when all 
was said and done.

Bailey, the lone left-hander in the final five, came into the title match 
on a hot streak. The 54-year-old qualified for the stepladder finals 
as the No. 4 seed and promptly rolled games of 242, 277 and 269 
(788 series) to win each of his three matches on the way to the title 
tilt against Rakoski.

Rakoski and Bailey each started the title match with a double, but a 
couple of splits on the left lane (lane 19) would be Bailey’s undoing. 
In the third frame, he left the 4-6-7-8-10 “Greek Church” split. In the 
seventh frame, it was the 4-6-7-10 “Big Four” split that resulted in 
another open frame.

Rakoski followed his opening double with seven more strikes and 
took a perfect game into the 10th frame. He left a ringing 10 pin on 
his first shot in the 10th, then got nine on his fill shot to finish at 278. 

Rakoski never bowled on the PBA Tour as he had a 30-year career 
in the banking industry. However, once he retired and turned 50, his 
wife convinced him to give the PBA50 Tour a try.

Up until the title match, it was the Michael Bailey show. He survived 
a pair of 4-6-7-10 splits, one of which he converted, to defeat No. 5 

seed Andres Gomez of Davie, Florida, in the opening match of the 
stepladder. Bailey struck on every shot other than those two splits 
to post a 242 score. Gomez, finishing last, got up in his 10th frame 
needing the first strike to earn the win, but he left a 10 pin and 
finished with 236.

Match 2 featured Bailey against No. 3 seed and defending 
champion John Janawicz of Winter Haven, Florida. Janawicz was 
impressive as he struck on every shot except for single-pin spare 
conversions of the 10 pin in Frames 3 and 4, and on his fill shot, 
where he got nine. Unfortunately for him, it wasn’t enough. Bailey 
converted a 6 pin for a spare in the first frame, then rattled off nine 
strikes in a row before leaving a 7-10 split on this second shot in the 
10th. His final score of 277 was 10 pins better than Janawicz’s 267.

Up next for a Bailey was No. 2 seed Randy Weiss of Columbia, South 
Carolina. Weiss, who turned 50 in December, was bowling this event for 
the first time. He started the semifinal match in fine fashion, converting 
a spare in Frame 1 before putting together five consecutive strikes. 

Weiss held a slight lead heading into the seventh frame, but left 
the 3-4-6-7-9-10 split, which he couldn’t convert. Meanwhile, Bailey 
would strike on 10 of his 12 shots on the way to a 269-218 win that 
would set up the final match versus Rakoski.

Bailey received $12,000 for finishing second; Weiss earned $9,000 
for third; Janawicz took home $7,500 for fourth and Gomez pocketed 
$6,000 for fifth.  

The 2024 Senior Masters started with 312 players competing in 
three five-game qualifying blocks to determine the top 64 players in 
the double-elimination bracket. All bracket matches leading up to the 
stepladder featured a three-game total-pinfall format.

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Kathy Ledford of Boise, Idaho, won the 2024 United States 
Bowling Congress Senior Queens held at Gold Coast Bowling 
Center in Las Vegas, and did so in thrilling fashion.

She was the final player to advance to the match-play bracket – by 
one pin – and was the No. 32 seed, but match play can almost feel 
like a new tournament is underway.

Ledford took advantage of the fresh start and qualified as the 
No. 3 seed for the stepladder finals, and she had a tough road to 
make it to the title match. Her first opponent was Sharon Powers of 
Lakewood, Colorado.

The two bowlers had already faced off against each other in the 
opening round of match play, where Ledford won over the No. 1 
qualifier and sent Powers to the Elimination Bracket. Powers then 
powered through the Elimination Bracket just to get into the finals 
as the No. 4 seed, where she took down Jill Friis of Canada in the 
opening match of the stepladder, 199-158.

The match between Ledford and Powers started off rough for 
both competitors, as they each opened twice in the first four frames. 
Ledford recovered by placing four straight strikes on the board in 
frames five through eight, while Powers was unable to get the 10 pin 
out and did not roll a double until the final frame. By then, Ledford 
only needed to mark in the 10th, which she accomplished by striking 
to put the game away, 203-186.

Waiting in the semifinals was Kristin McEntee of Homewood, 
Illinois, who managed to stay undefeated until the final match in the 
Winners Bracket.

The semifinal match proved to be a thrilling one, as neither 
McEntee or Ledford could pull away from each other. 

With McEntee finishing first, she could have shut out Ledford with 

a double in the 10th frame. McEntee’s first ball of the frame skidded 
and never made the turn, leaving the bucket, which she converted, 
and got nine on her final shot for 221, opening the door for Ledford.

Ledford struck on her first delivery in the 10th and spared to 
move on with 224 to battle the defending champion, Dana Ausec of 
Colorado Springs, Colorado, for the title.

Ausec was coming off an astounding win for the No. 1 seed, 
shooting 813 with a 299 in Game 2 of the Winners Bracket final, and 
she had to be beaten twice in the true double-elimination format. 

The finals match continued the trend of close finishes, with Ledford 
missing a 10 pin in the third frame before throwing four straight 
strikes. Ausec kept things clean, but she was unable to string strikes 
like Ledford.

Ledford was the first to finish the 10th frame, leaving a stone 7 pin 
and converting it before striking on her fill ball to end at 213. 

Ausec needed to strike on the first ball of the 10th to seal the 
victory and win back-to-back USBC Senior Queens titles, but her ball 
hooked early, leaving the 3-6 combo. She spared and knocked down 
seven on the fill to end at 206, forcing one final match for the title.

That match proved to be the Kathy Ledford show, as she stayed 
clean with an early double in the first four frames, while Ausec fell 
behind with two opens. Ledford would add another five strikes in a 
row, punctuated by a slow messenger to solidify her win over Ausec 
and the $8,000 top prize, 247-202. Ausec earned $6,200 for the 
runner-up finish.

In total, Ledford bowled 33 games on her way to the win.
Ledford had previously won regional titles, but this win is at the top 

for her, putting her with names like Tish Johnson, Lucy Sandelin and 
Paula Vidad.

The 2024 event started with the field of 93 bowling three five-
game qualifying rounds, with the top 32 bowlers after 15 games 
advancing to the double-elimination match-play bracket.

BowlTV.com livestreamed the 2024 event from Gold Coast, 
including the stepladder finals.

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Jack Jurek of Lackawanna, New York, left nothing to chance in his 
return trip to the championship match at the Super Senior Classic, 
winning the 2024 event by rolling 299 in the finals to secure the 

title for the top players age 60 and older.
The 61-year-old right-hander posted 11 strikes at Sam’s Town 

Bowling Center in Las Vegas before a 10 pin remained on his final 
delivery against Chris Warren of Plano, Texas, to record a 299-220 
victory and the $8,000 top prize live on BowlTV. Warren earned 
$6,550 for the runner-up finish.

Jurek has been the top seed for the stepladder finals in both of his 
appearances at the Super Senior Classic, but things did not go his way 
during the title match in 2023 as St. Louis’ John Marsala rolled to a 
244-168 victory at Sam’s Town.

The championship pair gave Jurek trouble in 2023, and Lanes 
19-20 at Sam’s Town continued to slow him down early on in his 
run in 2024. He found the right look on the pair in a 268-247 win 
in match play against Professional Bowlers Association and United 
States Bowling Congress Hall of Famer Lennie Boresch Jr. of Kenosha, 
Wisconsin, but he quickly saw the pair wasn’t going to allow him to do 
the same thing during the stepladder finals.

Jurek, a two-time winner on both the PBA and PBA50 Tour, saw the 
pins falling his way early in the championship round, and back-to-back 
hits in the fourth and fifth frames suggested things might be aligning 
in his favor.

In the fourth, the 8 pin nearly stood on his first delivery before 
toppling over. In the fifth, the 9 pin was the last to fall.

Although the final score resulted in a 79-pin difference in the title 
match, Warren kept the pressure on Jurek through the majority of the 
match. After Jurek stepped off the approach in the ninth frame, Warren 

still had a chance to get to 265 after delivering strikes in seven of his 
first eight frames. Warren’s lone miss during that stretch was in the 
third frame, when he left a 2-8-10 he was unable to convert.

Warren recorded a spare after leaving a 10 pin in the ninth frame, 
and a split in his final frame assured that the only pressure Jurek 
would feel during his victory lap was whether or not he could close 
out the perfect game.

The emotions were high for Jurek after securing the victory, and he 
has worked hard to keep his game and body ready to compete at the 
highest levels.

Adding a win at the Super Senior Classic to go along with his 
runner-up finish from last year shows Jurek it’s all been worth it.

Warren, the owner of six PBA Tour titles and winner of the 2018 
USBC Senior Masters at Sam’s Town, earned his spot in the finals after 
a pair of hard-fought victories over Skip Pavone of San Jose, California, 
and Boresch.

In the semifinals against Pavone, Warren bounced back from a slow 
start through his first four frames. After making a ball change to start 
the match, Warren opened the first frame and followed with three 
consecutive spares, including a 3-4-6-7 conversion in the fourth.

Pavone, a 68-year-old left-hander, had started the match with strikes 
on four of his first five deliveries to build an early advantage, but a 
missed 7 pin in the sixth frame allowed Warren to start his comeback.

Warren made another ball change in the fifth frame, which resulted 
in a strike, and he got to the pocket again in the sixth but left a 9-10, 
which caused the crowd at Sam’s Town to buzz in confusion. He 
converted the spare, however, and delivered strikes in the seventh, 
eighth and ninth frames to tighten the match.

Pavone stepped up first in the 10th frame needing the first strike 
for the opportunity to shut out Warren, but a 7 pin remained standing. 
Pavone converted the spare and got nine on his fill ball, meaning 
Warren would need a double to advance to the finals.

He rolled the two strikes he needed and got eight pins on his final 
shot for a 221-215 victory.

In the opening match of the main stepladder, Warren held a two-pin 
advantage after nine frames over Boresch after both players posted 
spares in the foundation frame.

Boresch, making his third consecutive appearance in the stepladder 
finals at the Super Senior Classic after a runner-up finish in 2022 and 
third-place performance in 2023, started his 10th frame with a strike. 
His second offering also got to the pocket but left a 7-10. He got one 
on the spare attempt to finish at 213.

Warren left a 10 pin on his first shot of the 10th frame and covered 
the spare. He left another 10 pin on his fill ball to record a one-pin 
victory with 214.

The 2024 Super Senior Classic started with 204 players bowling 
12 games of qualifying to determine the top 52 competitors for the

The advancers bowled six more games, with 18-game totals 

determining the 12 players for match play.
The match-play finalists were placed into one of two match-play 

groups. Group A consisted of the qualifiers who placed as an odd 
seed after the cashers’ round (1, 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11), while Group B 
featured the even seeds (2, 4, 6, 8, 10 and 12).

Each competitor in match play bowled six head-to-head games, 
including a final position round, and 24-game totals – including 30 
bonus pins for each victory – determined the top two seeds for the 
main stepladder finals.

Jurek earned the top seed by winning Group A with a 5,877 total, 
while Pavone claimed the No. 2 seed by taking the top spot in Group 
B with 5,855.

The second-, third- and fourth-place finisher in each match-play 
group still were in contention to advance to the main stepladder 
through a group stepladder that took place prior to the main 
stepladder at Sam’s Town.

Boresch and Warren each punched their ticket to the main 
stepladder as the second-place finisher in their respective groups.

Boresch earned the spot from Group A by defeating Canada’s 
Michael Snow, 235-214, while Warren advanced out of Group B with 
a 259-223 win over PBA Hall of Famer Pete McCordic of Katy, Texas.

Snow won the opening match of the day in Group A with a 206-
193 victory over James Campbell of Loudon, Tennessee. McCordic 
posted a 214-191 win over John Conroy of Mahopac, New York, to 
advance to face Warren in Group B.

The Super Senior Classic featured the top players age 60 and older.
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A     dozen competitors earned titles as the 2024 United States 
Bowling Congress Senior Championships at Western Bowl Strike 
and Spare in Cincinnati. 

The top six bowlers across two divisions – Open and Women’s – in 
six age-based classifications – 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65-69, 70-74, 75 
and older, walked away with championship trophies.

The national event featured men’s and women’s bowlers age 50 
and older who qualified through either a state or province (Canada) 
senior tournament.

Qualifying scores from the first six games of competition were 
not carried over to the championship rounds, but bonus pins were 
awarded to each player based on his or her qualifying position. The 
top qualifier in each classification received 50 bonus pins, while the 
second seed received 40. Bonus pins decreased by 10 pins for each 
spot, with the sixth qualifier receiving zero bonus pins. The bowlers 
authoring the highest three-game totals on Friday, including handicap 
and bonus pins, earned titles.

Below are the top three finishers in each classification. 

WOMEN’S DIVISION:
50-54:

No. 2 seed Karla Keller-Rook of Centertown, Missouri, bowled a 
three-game scratch series of 449 and combined that with 231 pins 
of handicap and 40 bonus pins to finish in first place at 720. She was 
making her inaugural appearance in the event.

Amy Cole of Scappoose, Oregon, was seeded first after qualifying, 
but ended up in second place, 23 pins behind Keller-Rook. 

No. 5 seed Karin Kehlenbeck of Huguenot, New York, finished third 
with 653.

55-59:
Debra Fitzpatrick of Claremont, New Hampshire, entered the final 

round tied for the No. 4 seed, but posted the high three-game series 
(586) and used her 171 pins of handicap and 15 bonus pins to claim 
the title with an overall total of 772. Fitzpatrick’s 211 game was the 
highest scratch game in this group on the final day.

Coming in second place was No. 1 seed Lelia Hamilton of Hazel 
Crest, Illinois, with an overall total of 679. Hamilton was looking 
for back-to-back wins in this age classification, but was denied by 
Fitzpatrick’s strong performance.

Nancy Cote, of Granby, Massachusetts, had the second-highest 
scratch series during the final round (580) and ended up third at 647.

60-64:
No. 4 seed Beth Morris of Oxford, Pennsylvania, combined a 488 

scratch pinfall with 246 pins of handicap and 20 bonus pins to post 
an overall score of 754 to walk away with the title in this group.

No. 5 seed Carolyn Cota of Essex Junction, Vermont, had a similar 
scratch total as Morris (485), but had a little less handicap and fewer 
bonus pins, resulting in a second-place finish, 43 pins behind Morris.  

No. 1 seed Sharon Jones of La Junta, Colorado, who led after 
Rounds 1 and 2, ended up third (666). 

65-69:
Carmen Baeckel of Oxford, Pennsylvania, went wire-to-wire to 

take home first place in this group. Baeckel was the No. 1 seed and 
finished up with a 481 scratch set, 210 pins of handicap and 50 
bonus pins for a winning total of 741.

No. 4 seed Diane Marget of Mesquite, Nevada, had the highest 
scratch game (255) in this group in the final round, but came up 15 
pins short as she finished second with an overall total of 726. 

No. 5 seed Cheryl Bachelder of Pembroke, Maine, bowled well 
enough to claim the third spot (688). 

70-74:

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Paulette Latta of Bloomington, Illinois, entered the final day as the 
No. 3 seed and posted the best scratch series (540) in the group, 
helping her move up one spot into second place (705).

No. 4 seed Annie Long of Millbrook, Alabama, wasn’t far behind 
Latta’s scratch series total with 532. She combined that with 135 pins 
of handicap and 20 bonus pins to finish in third place (687).

75 and older:
Pauline McEntee of Wagner, South Dakota, got a little redemption 

this year after finishing second in this age classification last year in 
Green Bay, Wisconsin.  

McEntee, who entered the final round as the No. 2 seed, put 
together a scratch total of 396 to go with 282 pins of handicap and 
40 bonus to finish first with 718 overall.

No. 3 seed Jinnie Henry of Hixon, Tennessee, had the two highest 
scratch games in this group during the final round (198 and 214) 
and the highest scratch series (580) to help her to a second-place 
finish with 688.

No. 1 seed Sandra Wince of Somerset, Ohio, ended up third, six 
pins behind Henry.

OPEN DIVISION:
50-54:

William Cron of Matamoras, Pennsylvania, made his first trip to this 
event a memorable one as he collected the title by a mere 10 pins 
over Shaun Seeley of London, Ontario, Canada.

Cron posted consistent games of 190, 204 and 195, for a 589 
scratch total. He added 87 pins of handicap and 50 bonus pins for 
being the No. 1 seed to finish at 726.

Seeley, the No. 5 seed, was hampered by a closing 128 game. 
Nonetheless, he was still able to finish second.

No. 2 seed Jeffery Harris of Yorktown, Indiana, had the two highest 
scratch games in his group during the final round (225 and 226) and 
the high scratch series (622) to help him to a third-place finish (710). 

55-59:
Pradip Saha of Calgary, Alberta, Canada, used consistency (games 

of 170, 173 and 178), along with 156 pins of handicap and 50 
bonus pins for being the No. 1 seed, to collect the first-place trophy 
with an overall total of 727.

No. 2 seed Martin Michaud of Woodstock, Ontario, Canada, ended 
up in second place with a 727 total. Michaud had 425 scratch, 225 
pins of handicap and 40 bonus pins.

Seven pins behind Michaud in third place was John Leong Jr. of 
Kailua-kona, Hawaii. Leong Jr. combined a 521 set (same as Saha) 
with 147 pins of handicap and 15 bonus pins to finish at 683.

Tena Miya of Roy, Utah, was one of two women to make the final 
round in the Open Division. Miya finished fifth in this group with 654.

60-64:
Jay Jimenez of Grant, Nebraska, successfully defended his title in 

this age classification by checking in with an overall total of 776.

Jimenez, whose victory last year came in Green Bay, Wisconsin, 
used games of 182, 178 and 222, to compile a 582 scratch series. 
His 144 pins of handicap and 50 bonus pins for being the No. 1 
seed gave him a rather comfortable 86-pin win.

No. 2 seed Kevin Zilkey of Coquitlam, British Columbia, Canada, 
took home second place with a 690 total.

No. 4 seed Ronnie Carlin of Munford, Alabama, finished third (673).

65-69:
No. 1 seed Michael Cordes of Crofton, Maryland, won by the 

narrowest of margins as he bested second-place finisher Ron Braaten 
of Ludlow, South Dakota, by just one pin, 685 to 684.

Braaten entered the final round as the No. 6 seed, so he didn’t 
have the benefit of any bonus pins. His 549 scratch total was 49 pins 
better than Cordes’ 500, and each bowler got 135 pins of handicap. 
In the end, it was Cordes’ 50 bonus pins for being the No. 1 seed 
that made the one-pin difference.

No. 4 seed Charles Richter of Gering, Nebraska, finished third 
with 668. 

70-74:
It was a different age classification for Eugene McNeely of 

Lethbridge, Alberta, Canada, but the result was the same. McNeely 
won the 65-69 classification last year in Green Bay, Wisconsin, and 
backed that up with a win this year in the 70-74 group.

McNeely, the No. 1 seed, shot 478 scratch, had 228 pins of 
handicap and 50 bonus pins to end at 756. He’s now two-for-two, 
having won both years he’s qualified for the event.

No. 4 seed David Long of Durham, North Carolina, grabbed 
second place (708) and No. 2 seed Ron Roberts of Billings, 
Montana, finished third (682). 

Rita Gibbs of Attalla, Alabama, joined Tena Miya of Roy, Utah, as 
the other woman to make Friday’s finals in the Open Division. Gibbs 
finished sixth in this classification (620).

75 and older:
No. 1 seed Max Honke of Salem, South Dakota, made it a South 

Dakota sweep in the 75-and-older division as he joined Women’s 
Division champion and fellow South Dakotan Pauline McEntee in the 
winner’s circle. McEntee of Wagner, South Dakota, now lives in what 
used to be Honke’s hometown.

Honke, who won the 70-74 classification at the 2018 event in 
Reno, Nevada, posted 503 scratch and added that to his 159 pins of 
handicap and 50 bonus pins to finish at 712.

No. 2 seed Sherwood Nunotani of Mililani, Hawaii, held on to 
second place, finishing with a total of 694, 18 pins behind Honke. 

No. 5 seed William Kozma of Hennepin, Illinois, used the best 
scratch series in the group during the final round (526) to help him 
finish third at 644.

Each winner at the 2024 event received $700.
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Delegates elected three board members, attended a variety of 
educational seminars and were on hand for a celebration of 
Glenn Allison during a jam-packed 2024 United States Bowling 

Congress Convention and Annual Meeting at South Point Hotel, 
Casino and Spa.

The ballot for the USBC Board election originally had four 
candidates slated by the USBC Nominating Committee, however, one 
candidate withdrew from consideration prior to the convention, leaving 
Dennis Hacker of Longtown, Missouri; Chrissy Lee of Tampa, Florida; 
and Matthew Voltz of Fargo, North Dakota, as the final candidates for 
the board.

With three candidates for three open positions, all three were 
confirmed to the board in a vote by acclimation of the delegates. The 
board also announced the appointments of Hacker as president and 
Mike Cannington of Fort Myers, Florida, as vice president. Each will 
serve two-year terms in those roles beginning Aug. 1, 2024.

Team USA athletes elected David Haynes of Las Vegas and Matt 
Russo of Ballwin, Missouri, to the USBC Board, and the Athletes Advisory 
Committee filled a vacant board position by appointing Shannon 
Pluhowsky of Dayton, Ohio. Additionally, Christopher Floyd of Lockport, 
Louisiana, was reelected by the IBC Youth Committee to the USBC Board.

The new board members begin their three-year terms Aug. 1, 2024.
Convention week kicked off with exhibits and a trade show Monday 

afternoon, followed by a welcome reception for the delegates that 
evening. Day 2 got off to an energetic start when keynote speaker 
Marvelless Mark delivered a “rock-star themed” speech that had the 
delegates completely engaged while banging on drumsticks.

Tuesday continued with numerous educational seminars throughout 
the day and concluded with a fun-filled “Game Show” night for the 
delegates.

Wednesday featured the conclusion of the educational seminars 
in the morning, and a Meet the Candidates session for USBC Board 
candidates to start the afternoon.

Following the Meet the Candidates session, the first session of the 
Annual Meeting took place.

initiative sponsored by USBC in partnership with Susan G. Komen®. 
The always moving glow-stick ceremony honoring breast cancer 
survivors concluded the Bowl for the Cure presentation.

Thursday featured the final two sessions of the Annual Meeting. The 
presentation of Youth and National Recognition Awards took place during 
the morning session, including the Alberta E. Crowe Star of Tomorrow 
Award to Melia Mitskavich of DuBois, Pennsylvania, and the Chuck Hall 

Star of Tomorrow Award to William Smith of Smyrna, Tennessee.
Space Coast USBC (Brevard County Florida) was awarded the 

Association Excellence Award. USBC board member Glenda Beckett 
of Palmetto Bay, Florida, who also serves on the USBC Awards and 
Recognition Committee, surprised the Space Coast USBC delegates as 
part of the ceremony.
